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Sometimes EMT’s use boats to rescue people that have been in a
water related accident. Here, a diver in scuba gear is rescuing a 

fisherman that fell overboard. Once the fisherman is on board the 
rescue boat, the EMT’s stabilize him.  He is then taken to a hospital

for a check-up. He is OK and will be back with his family tonight!

Some EMT’s are trained in search and rescue.  Ropes, harnesses 
and backboards are special pieces of equipment that are used to 

rescue people that are lost or injured in forests, mountains, and ski
slopes. Sometimes helicopters are used to rescue the injured and fly

them to the hospital. SAFE-T-BEAR is parachuting down to the victim!
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
